i B.OTHER: (RETAINER FEE, HOURLY FEE, OR FIXED FEE)

$300 Buyer Agency Administration Fee.
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While Client will receive a credit against any amount owed pursuant to this section (6) for any amount paid on the Client’s
behalf to Buyer's Broker by the Seller and /or the Listing Agent, any balance owed must be paid directly to the Buyer's Broker
by Client.

In the absence of any new valid Buyer Agency Agreement, Client's above agreement regarding payment of a Purchase Fee
or Fixed Fee to this Buyer's Broker will also apply to Buy and Sell Agreements/Contracts executed within months
after the expiration or other termination of this Agreement, if the property acquired was presented to Client through the
services of this Buyer's Broker.

If the Seller fails to close with no fault on the part of Client, then the Purchase Fee or Fixed Fee shall be waived. If the
transaction does not close because of any fault on the part of Client, the Purchase Fee or Fixed Fee shall NOT be waived
and shall become immediately due and payable by Client.

The Client agrees that by accepting as a fee, part of the proceeds of the transaction from the Seller, or the fee through the
Seller's Agent, Buyer's Broker shall not be deemed to be the agent of the Seller.

7. DISCLOSURE OF BUYER'S BROKER'’S ROLE: At the time of any initial contact, Buyer's Broker shall inform all
prospective Sellers and their agents that Buyer's Broker is acting on behalf of Client. In the event Buyer's Broker has
previously worked with a Seller of a particular piece of property as an agent or subagent, Buyer's Broker will preserve any
confidential information obtained during that prior agency relationship and will not use such confidential information to the
detriment of the Seller. Client acknowledges and agrees that the failure to disclose this confidential information shall not
constitute a breach of any fiduciary duty owed by Buyer's Broker to Client.

8. OTHER POTENTIAL BUYERS: Client understands that other potential Buyers may, through this Buyer's Broker,
consider, make offers on, purchase, lease, option, and/or exchange the same or similar properties as Client is seeking.
Client consents to Buyer's Broker's representation of such potential Buyers before, during, and after the expiration of this
Agreement. Buyer's Broker shall not disclose to Client the material terms of any offer for a property from other Buyers nor
shall Buyer's Broker disclose to other Buyers the material terms of any offer made by Client.

9. POSSIBILITY OF DUAL AGENCY: In the event Client elects to view, negotiate, and/or make an offer on any
property that is listed through Buyer's Broker or that is owned by Buyer's Broker or Agent, then Client understands that
Broker is a Dual Agent, that is, an agent for both Seller and Client. Client recognizes that in the event of a dual agency, the
Agent's and Broker's obligations to Client will change and that neither will be able to disclose all known information either to
the Seller or to Client as a Dual Agent. Also, neither Broker nor Agent will be able to provide the full range of fiduciary duties

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10. COST OF SERVICES OR PRODUCTS OBTAINED FROM OUTSIDE SOURCES: Buyer's Broker will not obtain or
order products or services from outside sources (e.g., surveys, soil tests, title reports, inspections, etc.) without the prior
consent of Client. Client agrees to pay for all costs for products or services so obtained.

11. NONDISCRIMINATION: It is agreed by Buyer's Broker and Client, that as required by law, discrimination because
of religion, race, color, national origin, age, sex, disability, familial status, marital status, height, or weight by said parties in
respect to the purchase, lease, or exchange of property is prohibited.

12. CONDITION OF PROPERTY: Client will not rely on Buyer's Broker to determine the suitability of any Desired
Property for Client's purposes or regarding the environmental or any other condition of the Desired Property.

13. MEDIATION: Buyer's Broker and Client agree that any dispute related to the purchase and closing of any property
will first be submitted to Mediation. The Mediation System will be according to the NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF
REALTORS® rules and procedures of the Homesellers/fHomebuyers Dispute Resolution System. If the parties cannot reach
a binding agreement in Mediation, they have the right to use other legal remedies after the completion of the Mediation
process. This is a service of the Greater Lansing Association of REALTORS®. The selection of Mediators, payment of
related fees, and the outcome of the Mediation is the responsibility of the parties and not the Greater Lansing Association of
REALTORS®. Client acknowledges receipt of the brochure briefly describing the Mediation System.
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
