PARKING ADVISORY COMMITTEE 24 APRIL 2009

COMMUNIQUE TO CITY COUNCIL

In response to Citizen’s comiments about parking in Downtown Jackson, the Parking Advisory
Committee recommends the Council consider the following improvement to the Meterless
Parking District.

1. Change all off street two hour free parking to three hour free parking, and

2. Change all on street parking to 1 hour free parking.

These two changes will better serve those conducting business in the Downtown, as follows:

L. Persons attending meetings in the Downtown area that last two hours or more will have
less problems in finding a suitable parking space.

2. Persons wishing to lunch, shop and enjoy the opportunities offered by Downtown will be
able to linger and enjoy these options.

3. Businesses that offer a service requiring a time commitment of more than 2 hours would
be able to consider the Downtown area.

4. By limiting on street parking to one hour would result in faster vehicle turnover for
customers needing to run a quick errand.

5. Rolling parking by some employees is currently a problem with on street parking.
Moving this to the off street lot is a win-win program for business owners and employees.

6. The current parking system is confusing. It has become a patch work of parking from 15
minutes to 3 hours. The proposed change will clarify and simplify the pattern of parking

and make it easier for customers to get to the appropriate parking.

Also, the commiittee recommends that Parking Lot No. 6 be reorganized to place 3 hour parking
at the North end and permit parking at the South end.

The City is also
working with them on our housing rehab and lead paint programs.

RE: ORDERING HAZARDOUS SIDEWALK RESTORATION

In continuation of the City-wide Sidewalk Program, which began in June of 1992 to remove
hazardous sidewalk from the City of Jackson, a sidewalk inspection was conducted and a notice
mailed to the property owners on March 27, 2009. This notice allowed the property owner 45
calendar days to arrange for sidewalk construction through his or her own efforts or by private
contractor. Based on the original letter’s date, this would have given the homeowners a date of May
13, 2009 to comply.

On May 19, 2009, an inspection was performed by a Department of Public Works representative
who found there was still deteriorated and hazardous sidewalk servicing the properties.

The City Ordinance Section 23-105 and 23-106 regarding sidewalk replacement provides that, upon
otrder by City Council, property owners will have 20 additional days from the date of council to
arrange for sidewalk repair. If property owners do not bring their sidewalks into compliance within
the 20-day period the repair work will be completed by the City and the work invoiced to the
property owner. Weather permitting; this would be accomplished as soon as practical.

A resolution ordering sidewalk replacement at the locations identified is attached. I hereby request
City Council adopt this resolution as necessary for compliance and implementation of the City
Sidewalk Restoration Program.

Attached is the proposed Annual Budget Resolution for fiscal year 2009/10 scheduled for adoption at the
City Council meeting of May 26"

The Annual Budget Resolution:

1) Adopts the fiscal year 2009/10 budget for all City funds (except for the CDBG Funds, which are
adopted separately),

2) Amends the current fiscal year 2008/09 budget to those amounts projected, and

3) Orders the levy of City tax rates on the taxable value of all classes of property.

Inclusion of the amendment of the current fiscal year budget (item 2 above) in this Resolution not only
streamlines the budget process but also assures that both the current fiscal year as well as the proposed
adopted budget for next fiscal year are as reflected in the 2009/10 Adopted Budget document.

The reduction in the General Fund’s state revenue sharing announced recently has been reflected in the
budget resolution. This reduction amounts to $ 88,000 in FY 2009 and $ 123,000 in FY 2010. To
maintain a 12.5% fund balance the budgeted refund (General Fund share) from the Workers
Compensation Fund has been increased $ 210,000 - from $ 120,000 from $330,000. The total refund from
the Workers Compensation Fund will approximate $ 500,000 and there are sufficient reserves in that fund
to accomplish this.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that it is ordered that an industrial facilities tax be levied upon
the taxable valuation of all industrial property in the Downtown Development Authority District
qualified under Act 198 of 1974; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that it is ordered that lessees or users of tax exempt property
be levied a tax on the taxable valuation of all property qualified under Act 189 of 1953 which is
located in the Downtown Development Authority District; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the staff and officials of the City of Jackson are hereby
directed to collect the tax at the same time and in the same manner as it collect is property taxes
and to pay such funds as may be collect under such levy to the Treasurer of the Downtown
Development Authority for crediting to the general fund of the Authority.

SUBJECT:  Request for Second Renewal of Pavement Repair Services Contract

You will find attached to this memorandum a recommendation from Glenn Chinavare asking for
your approval of a second renewal of a pavement repair services contract between the City and
Belden Asphalt of Jackson, Michigan. When | received this recommendation | immediately
contacted Mr. Chinavare who made the recommendation, and Jon Dowling, City Engineer, and
asked them if they felt there would be any advantage rebidding the pavement repair contract.
Mr. Chinavare and Mr. Dowling both indicated that they did not believe the City would gain any
cost advantage in rebidding the contract for the following reasons:

1. Belden Asphalt is a local firm that has performed this work for a number of years. Belden
is one of few, and possibly the only firm in the Jackson area that does small repairs, and
is interested in performing this type of work for the City. Belden purchases the asphalt
for repair work from the local asphalt plant. The large contractors who own the asphalt
plant are not interested in small patches, but concentrate on large jobs such as the major
street resurfacing projects the City is undertaking and MDOT contracts. Belden has
proven to be an excellent contractor whose work performance is at or above the City’s
standards.

2. Mr. Dowling reviewed the prices and compared them to prices that are being bid for
patchwork and believes that the prices are reasonable, and that the City would not receive
a lower price by rebidding projects.
I, therefore, concur with the recommendation of Mr. Chinavare, and recommend that the Council
approve the second renewal of the Pavement Repair Services contract between the City and
Belden Asphalt of Jackson, Michigan.

The homeowners have been pre-qualified to receive funding through a CDBG or HOME rehab
loan. In the case of the 930 Allen Street project, $1,285 code, $10,775 lead, and $5,100
incipient items are included in the total. In the case of 205 N. Grinnell, $13,395 code and
$7,400 lead work are included in the total. Incipient conditions are those that are not currently
code violations, but may deteriorate into actual violations in the near future; in the case of 930
Allen, a roof replacement. The contractor awarded this project is required to obtain a current
installation floater on its general liability policy.
